�Check the magazine or website for a SPECIFIC name. Addressing your cover letter to the proper person shows you know something about them and are not submitting blindly.


�Do not submit more work than what the guidelines allow.


�Bio notes should mention publishing credits and other relevant information to your writer’s resume; however, if you have no credits, tell something about yourself that the editors might find interesting.


�Many publications allow you to submit your work elsewhere while they consider it. Many do not. Those that do accept simultaneous submissions expect you to notify them immediately if your work is accepted elsewhere.


�All work sent through the mail MUST include a Self-Addressed, Stamped Envelope so they can reply to you without incurring the cost of postage. Many publications that receive submissions without SASEs simply throw them away unread.
